Item 3: Since last time: Info on matters not included in the items below 

a) No new partner

Lenka LAZNOVSKÁ, director of NIPOS were invited by mail 26.102010 to participate, and got a reminder the week after. She hasn’t answered. SO we continue without a new partner. 
b) The website of the project 

In the interim report with deadline 30.11.2010 they ask for the address of the projects website. In fact I wasn’t aware that we should have this – so I have in a hurry and with quite simple technique constructed such a new website – see www.interfolk.dk/loac. 

Hereby the demands of EU are solved, but it can also have some value for us. Here we can update information about the project, and you can make a link at your own website to this common site for the project. This website is a sort of documentation and it will be there after the conclusion of the project as a documentation of a former project. 
Maybe it must be revised, if it shall function as a used common site for out project, you wish to link to. 

Item 4: Amendments to the project / answer from EU Agency regarding the changes 

With the exit of Rolf, we have sent an amendment and a revised budget to the EU Agency, where we wish to keep some of the budget lines related to BKJ by transferring them to us and you. So far so good. But we also need to send the official signed letter by the leader of BKJ, where they announce their withdrawal – and even though Rolf promised to send this, he still haven’t done it, and EU will not answer before they have this letter.  So Rolf’s lot of talk and no action is still creating problems. 
Item 5: Status and interim reports  

The deadline for the interim report is 30.11.2010, where Bente has prepared the budget, and I work with the project reporting (a public part and an internal confidential).  Hopefully I can send it tomorrow. 
Item 6: Present the revised outline of the survey report (WP2 and WP 12)
My intention is to revise the report, so it has a more clear reference to the broader European debate and experiences with validation of non-formal and in-formal learning. Hereby the report will get a less critical and a more dialogic content in relation to actual approaches. But it means that I have to read a lot of different European literature on the issue.  I think the report in the end will be more useful and interesting for a broader public, and maybe you can better have references to it. 
Item 7: Presentation and discussion of the compendium on best practise (WP 7 and WP 12)
Bente is editor and the work seems promising. I understand that the focus on the learning outcome can bring new perspectives and reflexions that can be of interest both for your own organisations and for a wider public. 
Item 8: Presentation and discussion of the pilot tools (WP 5-6 and WP 13-14)

The design of the two questionnaires was concluded 06.09.2010, which was the deadline for comments on the two revised versions of the two questionnaires, I send to you 29.08.2010. 

 In the mail 13.10.2010 I informed you about the contract with the IT-firm, and I expressed my hope, that a pilot online edition could be ready to present at our meeting in Ljubljana. 
This pilot edition is ready now. It consists of two tools – one for learners and another for learning providers.  It is possible to try both versions as user and as administrator. I have attached examples of the end-documents both the shorter summary and the long with all questions and answers. 
I wish to show the the tools at the meeting, but you can also try to use it before the meetings.

3) At the meeting we can try to use it – and after you will get a manual. Hopefully the tools are ready primo January (where the relations between the two tools are made, especially the part with indicators on the main aims of livelong learning, but also the comparison between the learner’s outcome and the learning provider’s expectations and priorities). Then you can translate and make your own presentations etc and have a period with testing, so the tools are ready to the two pilot courses in March-May?
Item 9: Planning of the two pilot courses (WP 9 and 10)
I understand that the planning hasn’t started, so we can start at the meeting. 


The first step is to clarify time and place considering that we plan to make two parallel courses (same time and place with some common programme such as some lectures, excursions and social activities).
Marjeta has agreed to have both courses in Slovenia, but there can be a problem with the time, because JSKD prefers March, but it seems better to postpone it to May-June because we are behind schedule. 

The second step is to clarify the frame of the programme and who will participate as course leaders, workshop leaders, teachers and external speakers etc.  Here the programme of a former Grundtvig course that Bente and I did announce maybe can give some inspiration.

The third step is to clarify practical and financial questions – how many will participate from each country and what is the financial conditions for them and for the host etc.
