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Introduction to the questionnaire 

Learning has in recent years become an important concept in pedagogy, education and NGO activities. The formal learning takes place in formal education from primary school to university, the non-formal learning in liberal adult education, and the informal learning in voluntary civil society associations, including voluntary arts and culture activities.  

A major problem with the current educational agenda is the very one-sided focus on the learning of useful applicable knowledge as employees in the business community (primarily epistemic
 learning), while other types of learning such as the moral and aesthetic learning, particularly of value to us as citizens and fellow human beings have a low priority. 

 This questionnaire, contrarily to the more instrumental learning agenda, has methodically assigned a concurrent importance to the moral and aesthetic learning. The questionnaire includes four learning dimensions: The epistemic, moral and aesthetic learning and their degree of integration and synergy. 
The applied threefold determination of learning refers methodically to the classic antique division of our personality in reason, will and feelings, which respectively seeks the true, the good and the beautiful. This tripartite division is to a great extent also used in modern philosophy and pedagogy, for example by Kant and Habermas that also divides the mental faculties in
· An epistemic dimension, especially using reason to understand, describe and assess facts and laws (what there is) by using common sense or by using science and logic.
· A moral dimension, especially using the will to justify norms and values ​​(what ought to be), and to practice these norms.
· An aesthetic dimension, especially using senses and feelings to enjoy and judge the beauty of nature and culture and to discover and create beauty and joy in life. 
· An underlying dimension, where we as integrated persons join these different abilities so that they can work together in synergetic unity.
In the questionnaire, each dimension is divided into two aspects, foundation and action, each with six keywords (and derived key questions). This gives a total of 48 questions (4 dimensions x 2 aspects x 6 questions), where you must assess their importance on a five-point scale ranging from “very low degree” to “very high degree”. The four dimensions and their 48 key words are the following:

In addition to the 48 closed questions there are 4 extra closed questions for the four dimensions, where you must try to assess the importance of your activity in voluntary arts for the development of your learning profile, and furthermore there is an open question for each dimension, where you can provide examples of the possible benefits your voluntary arts activities have had for the development of your learning profile.
